Radiology Trainees Forum (RTF)

Exchange Program

Information for radiology trainees who wish to participate in the RTF Exchange program:

· It is great that you are interested to see how radiology works in a different country. Please remember that it is not a holiday but that it is designed to further your education and broaden your horizon. There are a few issues that should be clear before you apply to participate:

· You must be a radiology trainee, ideally within years 3-6 of training

· You should take an active part in the exchange: This may be achieved by preparing a presentation for the department you wish to visit, by preparing a case report in advance or a teaching session

· It is your duty to write a report about your experiences of the exchange (What worked well? What did not work well? What could be improved?) so that we can continuously improve the program

· The application process is coordinated by your national RTF representative in close cooperation with the RTF Board

· Financial support will be given by the RTF for travel to the destination. We are unable to support expensive hotel costs or other funding and visiting trainees are expected to contribute to the cost. Private accommodation is organized wherever possible. (Individual cases can be discussed and depend on the number of trainees wishing to participate and the remaining budget of the RTF, which is limited.)

· Lastly, if you like to visit a centre in a different country, please think about the possibilities to also welcome a visiting trainee in you department (see below). 

Information for radiology trainees who wish to welcome a visiting radiology trainee in their department:

· It is very much appreciated that you consider taking part in the exchange program and that you are prepared to organize a stay for a visiting radiology trainee in your department. There are a few things to consider:

· Please ensure that you head of department/departmental managers and consultants approve a visiting doctor and that there are no difficulties with occupational health, medical registration and confidentiality agreements

· It would be very much appreciated if you could offer private accommodation. This will be much more welcoming for the visiting doctor and will save a substantial amount of money, allowing more trainees to participate

· After the exchange it is important to take some time and summarize the experiences you had with the exchange (What worked well? What did not work well? What could be improved?) This will be vital to improving the process. Your comments should be made after discussion with the visiting doctor but on separate accounts.
